Attendance 

As stated in an earlier Cardiff Connection Mrs Russell has stressed the importance of attendance. The administration staff has recently sent out letters to families where students have an attendance pattern of less than 85%. This is of concern as not only is valuable learning being missed, assessment tasks can be made more difficult and then students may become anxious. All absences from school need to be explained by a parental note and this is then noted on the roll. 

The school has a duty of care to ensure that all students are present and accounted for and “spot checks” can occur at any time as some students occasionally decide that they may leave school grounds for a particular reason. This truancy will be investigated, parents will be informed and the consequences of this truancy could result in a student being suspended for continued disobedience.

Mathematics
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Gaol or Bail

On Friday 20th May Year 8 History and Year 9/10 Commerce had a real life look at the “other side”; they were summoned to Maitland Gaol where they experienced life as a prisoner of the State. 

Having closed only 12 years ago, students were astounded at the primitive nature, the high security and freaky feel of the remains of one of the NSW’s most notorious maximum security prisons.

To add flavour and some realism the class was escorted through selected areas by an ex inmate (Pete) who continually spoke about his experiences at the gaol during his three stays (two for break, enter and steal and one for assault on a police officer). Shocking stories of bashings, corruption, attempted and successful escapes kept the students on edge, however what impressed the most was the stark reality especially when Pete discussed the attempt on his life where he was slashed across the face by a razor blade then pulled out his glass eye to show the damage done.

The reality of dark cells, privileges taken away, primitive conditions, tough hardened criminals surrounded by 35 feet walls covered in razor wire with armed guards constantly surveying small overcrowded exercise yards really put the wind up a number of the students. Sitting in Ivan Milat’s cell, hearing stories of attempted suicide and bashings, listening to various roles and actions of prisoners or viewing artworks of frustrated criminals made the day real.

The topic “Crime and the Law” now has new meaning for this band of budding lawyers. Many came away from the experience with a greater understanding of how society deals with wrong doers in the community and see how incarceration is the last option for the justice system. They now also value their freedom much more.

The trip will provide many students with experiences that will stay with them for a lifetime.

Separation is a difficult time for everyone in the family

A decision to separate is one of the hardest choices you may ever make, and it has consequences for everyone in your family. Both you and your children may feel confused about what is happening, and be unsettled about the impact of such change.

Separation can evoke strong feelings for everyone – you, your partner, your children, and even extended family members like grandparents, aunts and uncles. Your family is undergoing significant change - separation usually means that the family is dividing, and that one parent will be leaving the household.

With change comes emotion. You may feel sad or lonely, angry, guilty, or like you have failed in some way. Many parents have experiences of depression and anxiety. In fact, you may feel all these emotions at different times.

It is important to remember that your child also has strong feelings. They may feel grief, shock, insecurity and worry whether the remaining parent will leave them as well. Some may feel that they are to blame for the situation, while others may feel angry.

As a parent it’s important to understand that your children are also going through a distressing time, and to do what you can to reduce the impact on them. Here are some basic tips to assist with that:

· Prepare children as best as you can. Give them a simple explanation of why you are separating.

· Let your children know that both parents love them very much.

· Remind children that it is not their fault – it is a decision that you as parents are making about your relationship.

· Focus on the positives. Give lots of love and attention.  Try to avoid conflict in front of your children, and avoid blame.

· Try to minimise the change to your children’s environment and routine.

· Acknowledge how your children are feeling, and that these feelings are okay.
